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Steps and Methods for Paying Fines 

          

Service Process           
Contact for Fine Payment 

1 .  In the case of citizens who come to contact government officials and wish to travel to pay 

fines at the Highway Police Station, Division 3 , under the supervision of Division 4 , the Highway 

Police Bureau, the process is as follows: 

(1) Notify the intention to pay the fine to the officer at the service point in the ticket. 

(2 )  Submit documents for the officer to verify, including the ticket, driver's license, or 

vehicle registration copy, etc. 

(3 )  The officer verifies the correctness of the documents and collects the fine according 

to the amount specified. 

(4) Pay the fine according to the amount specified in the ticket. 

(5 )  Receive the receipt and verify its correctness, ensuring there is a signature 

acknowledging receipt of the money and that the amount on the receipt matches the actual 

payment. 

(6) In the case of refusal to pay/dispute the payment, the officer will proceed to investigate 

and schedule an appointment to take further legal action. 

2.  In the case of citizens paying fines online, the process is as follows: 

(1) Pay traffic fines online through the “Paotang” application. 

1.1 Enter the “Paotang” application and select “G Wallet.” 

1.2 Select “Pay Bill.” 

1.3 Select “Traffic Fine.” 

1.4 Specify “Ticket Number” and “ID Card Number.” 



1.5 Specify “Fine Amount.” 

1.6 Verify the information and press “Confirm Bill Payment,” which is considered 

a successful transaction. 

(2) Pay traffic fines online through the “Krungthai NEXT” application. 

2.1 Enter the “Krungthai NEXT” application.   

2.2 Go to the menu “Pay Bill” 

2.3 Select the item “National Police Office – Traffic Fine” in the government agency 

category 

2.4 Enter the 13-digit ticket number and the ID card number of the offender 

2.5 Press check balance. If the information is correct, the amount of the fine to be 

paid will appear. Paying the fine is complete. 

(3) Pay the traffic fine online through the application “Mobile Banking” 

3.1 Scan the QR Code at the end of the online ticket through “Mobile Banking” 

that the driver is using 

3.2 The name of the recipient will appear as “National Police Office with Traffic 

Fine” only 

3.3 The fine amount will match exactly as in the ticket received
